International workshop

“Bridging Russian and European Technology Platforms”
Moscow, December 7, 2011

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Russian Technology Platforms
Technology Platforms (TP) are considered to be among the key tools of innovation policy in Russia. Technology Platforms as mechanisms of public-private partnership in innovation are aimed at bringing together stakeholders in most promising technological areas in order to bridge the gap between science and industry.

The Russian Governmental Commission on High Technology and Innovation approved the list of 28 technology platforms selected out of over 180 proposals in April 2011. There are more than 2,000 organizations involved into the approved technology platforms.

The workshop: key objectives
The National Research University “Higher School of Economics” (HSE) is one of the leading think tanks in Russia which provides methodological and organizational support to TPs. Building linkages between Russian and European TPs is important to facilitate further development in this regard. Among the recent activities there are FP7 BILAT.Rus initiatives aimed at the involvement of EU experts to share the best European practices (two previous EU-Russia workshops devoted to TPs were held at HSE in December 2010). The workshop will be a good opportunity to establish a closer dialogue between European and Russian TPs.

At the Workshop there will be considered major issues related to creation and functioning of Technology Platforms in Russia and Europe. Leading Russian experts will present current state of TPs and the first outcomes achieved so far. Representatives of particular Russian TPs will describe their strategies, and international experts are invited to share their expertise in the field of public-private partnership in innovation, with a specific focus on European TPs. The following issues will be discussed:

· Russian and European TPs: key deliveries and stakeholders’ expectations.
· Participation of national governments and businesses in TPs creation and functioning.  
· Russian and European TPs: is collaboration feasible? Opportunities and barriers.
· Mechanisms of communication and collaboration between Russian and European TPs. 
· University-industry relations: mechanisms and policy tools in Russia and the EU.
· The role of small and medium-sized enterprises in TPs.

Among the invited participants there are officials from the Ministry of Economic Development, the Ministry of Education and Science, other governmental agencies of the Russian Federation, the European Commission, leading experts from Germany, Spain, France, UK and USA as well as representatives of Russian Technology Platforms.
